40 ENVIRONMENTAL CLEARANCE SIX MONTHLY
REPORTS

It is mandatory to submit six month compliance report to MoEF Regional Office by the
proponent. For the purpose of obtaining six month compliance certificate the
environmental monitoring was carried out at site by M/s. Hubert Enviro Care Systems
Pvt .Ltd during the period June 2017 - November 2017.

4.1 Ambient air quality monitoring

During construction phase particulate matter and gaseous emissions are likely to arise
from the site due to soil excavation, movement of vehicles and operation of DG sets etc.,
the ambient air quality parameters such as suspended Particulate Matter (PMyg),
Respirable Particulate Matter (PM25), Sulphur dioxide, Oxides of Nitrogen (NOx) and
Carbon monoxide were monitored at 2 location. The total 12 test reports of ambient air
quality for the periodof July June 2017 - November 2017 is enclosed as Annexure-
4.A. The Ambient air quality has been monitored and it is observed that all the AAQ

parameters are within limits.

4.2 Ambient Noiselevel monitoring

During construction phase the ambient noise level likely to be generated due to
excavation, construction and movement of vehicles. 2 location was selected for
monitoring the noise level. The total 6 test reports of ambient noise recorded during the
period of June 2017 - November 2017is enclosed in Annexure-4.BNoise levels are

within limits.

4.3 Ground water quality monitoring

During construction phase the ground water may get polluted due to infiltration of
rainwater mixed with soil contaminants in the site. The ground water was tested at 2
location for various water quality parameters including heavy metals. The total 12 test
reports of bore well water collected and analyzed during the period of June 2017 -
November 2017 is enclosed as Annexure-4.C.There is no change in water quality

parameters.
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4.4 Soil quality monitoring

During construction phase soil contamination may occur dueto oil spills from machinery,
during maintenance and operation of DG sets on site. 2 locationwas selected for
monitoring the soil quality. The Soil samples were collected and analyzed for nutrients
and heavy metals. The total 12 test reports of soil samples collected and analyzed
duringthe period of June 2017 - November 2017. Is enclosed as Annexure-4.D.Sail
quality remains good..

5.0 CONCLUSION

1. The environmental monitoring was carried out at site during the period of June
2017 - November 2017.

2. All the conditions stipulated in Environmental clearance will be implemented.

3. The monitored parameters of air, ground water and soil quality and noise levels are
within the stipulated standards.

The source of fresh water is Public supply. The total water requirement during occupational
stage is 105.8 KLD, out of that, fresh water requirement is 58.8 KI.D & treated waste water
recycled is 47.0 KLD. Quantity of sewage generated is 84.6 KLD and it shall be treated in a
STP of capacity 100 KLD. The treated waste water is to be used for flushing the toilets. HVAC
purposes; and development of greenery. The Garbage (705 kg/day) generated is to be sent to
Municipal Solid Waste facilities; STP sludge is to be used as manure; used oil and used
batteries are to be sent to Authorized Recvclers.

The proposal has been examined and processed in accordance with EIA Notification, 2006 & its
amendments thereof.
